GENERAL RULES FOR MENS AND LADIES SUPERLEAGUE

Updated  August 2016
Entry is only permitted from official league teams. (Entries from public houses and individuals are not accepted.

Players’ registering for a Super league team must be a playing member of the said league. This must be guaranteed by the said league’s secretary, or by his appointed official, on the player’s registration form. The registration form to contain all information requested. All signing on forms must be forwarded to the Super league Secretary by 8th October 2016.
Each team must try to name their venue for home matches before the start of the season. If this is not possible, they must notify their opponents of their venue, giving as much time as possible to the opposing team

The Super league secretary must be notified as soon as the venue is known. 

Where possible the venue is to provide a practice board for use throughout the match. 

Once the draw has taken place the match will be deemed to have started and the matchboards will be closed to practise.

Each player will be allowed 6 practice darts on the match board immediately before the commencement of his/her game: - these will be the only practise darts allowed on the match board once the match has started.

Both team officials to act as referees. The referees’ duty will also include that no player, other than the next two players are allowed to practice on the board once the match has started. 

No darts to be removed from the board until the score has been called. The caller's decision is final.
All matches to be played on the standard dartboard as approved by the British Darts Organisation.

Specifications of throw as per BDO rules
Result of match, either electronic or hard copy. to reach Super league Secretary not later than WEDNESDAY following the match. Results not received will incur a penalty deduction of 5 points 

Result sheets to include the following: -                     

a) Full name of player (no nicknames or initials)

b) Individual players average.

c) Total of legs won for each team.

d) Total of games won.

e) Bonus / penalty points. (See format of play sheets)   
f) ANY TEAM FAILING TO COMPLY WITH THIS RULE WILL BE SUBJECT TO A £5 FINE.

A player may be signed on and play at any match during the season 
ANY PLAYER WHO HAS SIGNED TO PLAY FOR ANOTHER COUNTY, CANNOT PLAY IN THE SOMERSET SUPER LEAGUE.

A player is only eligible to play for one Super league team per season and may not transfer to another team once he/she has played a game. 

A representative from each Super league team MUST ATTEND MEETINGS as and when called. Failure by any team to send a representative will result in the said team being FINED £20.                                                                                  

FAILURE TO ATTEND AN ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING WILL RESULT IN A TEAM NOT BEING ABLE TO ENTER THE SOMERSET SUPER LEAGUE.

 

If a situation arises where a game is not played, it will be reported to the Committee whose decision will be final. Any team consistently with insufficient players may not be considered for re-election at the following A.G.M

Every team is obliged to pay for the standard Knock-out Cup, whether entering or not, this is included in the fees.

No postponements of a match will be accepted, unless 

The opposing secretaries/teams agree to re-arrange a match  Any re-arrangements must be made before the end of October and the Super League Secretary informed by both teams. The only exception to this rule is extremely adverse weather conditions.

Failure to turn up at a super league fixture without proper notification; will result in a £25.00p FINE which may be used to offset any expenses incurred AND A DEDUCTION OF 25 POINTS FROM THE LEAGUE TOTAL OF THE OFFENDING TEAM IN THE MENS LEAGUE AND 10 POINTS IN THE LADIES LEAGUE. The offending team may not be reconsidered for membership in the future. ALL FIXTURES MUST BE COMPLETED BY THE FINAL WEEKEND OF THE SEASON.

ANY DISPUTE ARISING AND NOT COVERED BY THESE RULES WILL BE DEALT WITH BY THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE, whose decision will be final.

 

 BDO and Somerset Darts Organisation competitions take precedence over any other       competitions.
Two up and two down in the promotion and relegation from all divisions of Men’s League.

A change in the format of the divisions (voted on at the A.G.M.) may alter the promotion and relegation zones.
All competitions will be charged at ₤2.00p per player. Except for competitions  organised by the BDO or EDO.  

All players signing on for a Super league team must pay a registration fee of a ₤1, payable with the registration form and forwarded to Super League Treasurer with the registration. This fee is to be paid to the BDO.  There is also to be an increase of £2 per player for season 2016/2017 to be paid by end of season.
A Grand Prix competition is now in play for all individual players in the League. Points are amassed from league games, over 21 averages and competition results

LADIES FORMAT OF PLAY

1.
Teams to consist of 7 players. Games to be played individually, best of 5 legs, 501 up straight start, double to finish. Bust rules apply. 

2.
The starred player on draw sheet to throw first in the 1st, 3rd and 5th legs.

3.
The score shall be one point per winning leg. The winning team will receive 2 bonus points. If a player is absent when called to the oche, the game to be awarded to the opponent: IN ADDITION TO THIS A FURTHER PENALTY POINT WILL BE INCURRED BY THE TEAM FAILING TO PROVIDE THE PLAYER.

4,
If a team turns up with players short then the non-offending side may choose to pick their players from the seven, those names will then go forward to the draw and the remaining players have the bye.  The offending team will also incur a penalty point for each player short.

5. Match nights will be on Sundays unless the two teams can agree to play on a Saturday, All such arrangements must be made by the end of October and both teams to inform Secretary.  Both teams must be ready to commence play by 8.00pm (draw to be made at 7.45pm). The order of play will be decided by the draw system.

6. For season 2016/2017 the league will consist of nine teams, playing each other once only. The winners will represent Somerset in the British Champions Cup.

 MENS FORMAT OF PLAY

1.
Teams to consist of a minimum of 12 players. You may play more than 12 players (up to 24) by substitution in the pairs.

Match to consist of 12 Singles:

6 played on Board one and 6 played on Board two.

6 Pairs: 3 pairs games after the singles on each board. 

Pairs will be drawn after the singles to give the opportunity to substitute players.  

2.   Games to be played, best of 5 legs. 501 up straight start, double to finish, Bust rules apply. The starred player on draw sheet to throw first in the 1st, 3rd and 5th legs.  

3.   The score shall be, (1) one point per winning leg.  All points from Boards"1" and "2" to count as match result. Winning team will receive two (2) bonus points. In the event of a draw each team will receive one (1) bonus point. If a player is absent when called to the oche, the game to be awarded to the player present, and (1) penalty point will be incurred by the offending team. 

4.   Match nights will be on Saturdays. Both teams must be ready to commence play by 8.00pm (draw to be made at 7.45pm).

5.   For the 2016/2017 season, the league will consist of 25 teams divided into 4 sections of six teams (7 in Division 4). These sections will be numbered1.2.3 and 4, and will be played on a home and away basis. The overall champions will represent Somerset in the British Champions Cup.

THE DRAW

All 12 names go into the singles draw - First six names out play on board 1. Second six out play on Board 2. 

All of those who will be playing should be in the venue at the start of the match

 The order of play must not be altered once the draw has taken place.

 If teams turn up with players short then the non-offending side may select their own players to match the number of the offending teams players and put their names into the draw. The other       player’s names will then be put down against the byes.                                                               IN ADDITION TO THIS THE TEAM FAILING TO PROVIDE A PLAYER WILL incur A  PENALTY POINT.
